QUESTIONS ASKED:

1. What is dangerous?

2. What changes would you like to see? [categorised under sub headings Buses, Traffic, Pedestrians, Cycling, Parking, Miscellaneous]
3. Where do you believe the important issues are? [by placing stickers on map of Dartington]
RESPONSES:
Asking multiple questions encouraged a total of 267 responses. 
Geographically, by far the most issues arose from Shinner’s Bridge to Barracks Hill [100], Lescaze/ Village Shop [30], followed by Lownard Cross [14].  
Subject matters of concern are difficult to give meaningful numbers to as they tended to be very specific. But the major areas were pedestrian safety and speed of traffic, especially Shinner’s Bridge/Barracks Hill, dangerous road junctions, [Lownards Cross, Crossing Cross, Sawpit Lane, Shinner’s Bridge, Dartington  School/ Cider Press], and Village Shop to Sawmills. A desire to have more buses, especially community buses, was also evident.
POLICY FORMULATION:

Bearing in mind the paucity of finance it was thought that efforts should be focussed on few key areas where much can be gained from a minimum of cost.

1. Encourage community buses to operate more routes and carry out a marketing campaign to encourage what we already have to be used more.
2. Establish a cycle/pedestrian path from the Clay Lane mini roundabout to the bottom of Barracks Hill.

3. Continue the 20 mph speed limit from Clay lane to the bottom of Barracks Hill.

COMMUNITY CONSULTATION, DARTINGTON JUNIOR SCHOOL: 25TH MARCH 2015-03-26

Numbers attending were too small to add any significant information. The only new comment came from a child who was concerned about the danger to pedestrians on cycle paths who rode too quickly and did not give any audible signs of their presence.
